Plate cutouts
Materials: 11” X 18” construction paper or computer paper may be used, ruler,  scissors  and  one each per person.

Time required: at least two hours

1. Directions: Using a ruler, make a perfect  squares :

10” or 11”

 5”
 2” or   3”

 2” or   3”
3”

3 ¾”   or   4”

Use the first measurement if the paper allows, otherwise use the second measurement.
2. Once the squares are drawn, make a circle  by marking the halfway point on two exis. The intersection of the two axis is the center of the circle. 
3.From the center measure out the radius and put a mark. Do this repeatedly all around, keeping in mind that the more marks used mean a more perfect circle. 
4. Once the marks go all around the circle, place your hand inside the circle and sketch to connect the marks. 

5. Do this for each circle. 

6. Cut out the circles.

7. Use the scrap to make two sm. spoons, lg. spoon, knife three  sm. Forks and  lg. spoon..
