

Shape Poem

Shape poems are made up of words that have been placed in such a way that they make the shape of an object and also use words to describe the object.

1. Choose the object you are going to describe.  Using a pencil, draw a simple outline of your object on the back of this paper large enough to fill it.
2. Make a list below, of at least 10 words and short (2-3 word) phrases that describe the object you have chosen.  Include action and feeling words as well. 
3. In pen, write the words and phrases you chose along the pencil outline you drew so that the words are written in the shape of your object.  Separate words and phrases with comas.
